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Participant Maile Johnson brings this Motion to Supplement the Record pursuant to RCW 36.70A.290(4) and WAC 242-02-540 and WAC 242-02-670.  

Participant moves the Board to supplement the record with the two items described below, which were attached as exhibits to Participants brief and which were also listed in the Motion to Strike filed by San Juan County (SJC) on November 1, 2000.  The first item is the Declaration of Maile Johnson dated October 26, 2000 (hereinafter "the Declaration") and the second is an exchange of e-mail messages between Participant and Planning Director Arnold ("the E-mail Exchange").  Participant believes that the Board should deny the County's Motion to Strike these items and should grant this Motion to Supplement the Record because the allegedly offending items are part of the record even though they are not included in the index, are subject to the Board's authority to consider such items as supplemental evidence, or are subject to the Board's authority to take official notice.

1.  The Declaration describes conversations between Participant and Planning Director Arnold and Permit Center Director Grant Beck in which Participant asked for the likely average rural density under the newly adopted Comprehensive Plan (CP) and was advised that this information had never been determined.  This is directly relevant to whether or not SJC has made a good faith effort to comply with GMA in response to the FDO finding (#11) that "[a]ll the rural zoning throughout SJC involve densities that often constitute urban growth, do not constitute rural growth and are inconsistent with CP criteria.  "   This information is subject to the Board's authority to consider it as supplemental evidence and is offered in admissible form, being a declaration under penalty of perjury under the laws of the state of Washington.  

2. The Declaration and the E-mail Exchange both refer to the Planning Director's statement that she had verified with the County's geographic information system (GIS) staff that the parcel data on the Official Maps is as it existed in October or November of 1999.  This information is material, fundamental and of substantial assistance to the Board in evaluating whether or not SJC has made a good faith effort to comply with the FDO by enacting rural densities suitable to the rural character and traditional visual rural landscape of SJC, that provide a variegated range of densities in the rural area and that provide a range of densities suitable to the range which can be accommodated by the present landscape of SJC. This information will assist the Board by verifying accurate information regarding the present landscape of SJC.  It is material, relevant to the basic, operative document in the CP and is subject to the Board's authority to consider it as supplemental evidence. 

3.  The Declaration describes a conversation between Participant and the Planning Director in which the Planning Director clarified that the Rural Residential Cluster would not occur in Designated Resource Lands despite the reference in Section 6.21.7.c of the Uniform Development Code (UDC) to such clusters in designated resource lands.  This reference was described as an editing error.  This clarifying information is material and useful to the Board in determining  whether or not SJC has made a good faith effort to comply with GMA in response to the FDO finding that "minimum lot size allowances in the forest resource zone of less that 20 acres substantially interfere with goal 8."

4.   The Declaration describes a conversation between Participant and Participant Joe Symons, who read to Participant from a document which he made an exhibit to his brief in this case and which is an extract from the San Juan County Assessor's Office Tax Parcel Database. This information is already included in the Official Maps and therefore is already in the Record, but is more easily discussed in this text format in which it is also counted parcel by parcel and broken down by size groupings.  This information is of substantial assistance to the Board and of direct relevance to whether or not SJC has made a good faith effort to comply with the FDO by enacting rural densities that protect the rural character and the traditional visual rural landscape particular to SJC, and which are suitable to the range of densities which can be accommodated by the present landscape of SJC.   This information is published and publicly available from the SJC Assessor's office and is subject to the Board's authority to consider as supplemental evidence and to take official notice.
