San Juan County, the fastest growing county in Washington State, grew about 1.3 
times faster than the next fastest growing county in Washington (Clark) during this 37 
year period. San Juan County was over 4 times as large in 2007 than it was in 1970. 

Growth in WA Population 1970 2007, by County
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The growth multiple, shown in the right column (below), shows the number of times the 
population has grown in that county since 1970. The counties are sorted by this number. 
Two counties (Garfield and Columbia) lost population during this period. The fastest 
growing counties are at the top of the list. 



Note that the column “Population Growth 1970-2007” shows the growth in population 
since 1970, NOT the total population of the county. Total population is the 1970 census 
value plus the growth since 1970. For San Juan County, the US Census population in 
1970 was 3856.
